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Changing the position of the light source affects the size, shape and position of the shadow.
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The distance between the light
source and an object changes the
size of the shadow.

The closer the light source is to
the object, the larger the shadow.
This is because it blocks more
light.

The further away the light source
from the object, the smaller the
shadow.

As the Sun changes
position in the sky
throughout the day,
shadows will also
change.This can be
done in the classroom
by moving a torch like
the Sun in the sky.
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The shadow’s position will change as the Sun rises in the East and
sets in the West. The shadows get shorter as the Sun moves higher
in the sky until midday and then get longer again as the Sun sets.
