
Quinton Primary School Behaviour Curriculum
We have three over arching behaviour principles. They are:

Be Ready Be Respectful Be Safe

Introduction and Aim
At Quinton, we develop children’s character through our Behaviour Curriculum. We define, in detail, the behaviours and habits which we expect students to 
demonstrate. As pupils practise these over time, they become habits that positively shape how they feel about themselves and how other people perceive 

them. These habits assist our pupils in becoming polite, respectful and grateful adults, who always think of others as well as themselves.

Teaching the Behaviour Curriculum
The curriculum is taught explicitly during the first week in Autumn term, alongside the traditional National Curriculum subjects. Children learn the content of 

the curriculum, so that they can recall the information and act upon it. The curriculum is revisited throughout the year. Through teaching this content explicitly, 
we create a culture where pupils feel safe and are able to learn in an optimised environment.

The Process for Teaching Behaviour Explicitly
• IDENITIFY the behaviour we expect

• Explicitly TEACH behaviour
• MODEL the behaviour we are expecting

• PRACTISE behaviour
• NOTICE excellent behaviour

• CREATE conditions for excellent behaviour
• REINFORCE, MAINTAIN and PATROL the routines constantly

Adaptations
While this curriculum is intended for all pupils, it will be applied 

differently in different year groups depending on pupils’ ages. It may also 
be applied differently depending on individual pupils’ SEND needs. For 

example, pupils who have autistic spectrum conditions may find it 
uncomfortable to maintain eye-contact with adults. Sensitivity must be 

applied at all times when teaching the behaviour curriculum.

• Know that we use Steps to Politeness at 
Quinton to ensure we are always polite to 
each other.

• Know that Steps to Politeness means:
State their name
Thank you- always say thank you when 
receiving something, or when someone does 
something nice for you
Excuse me- say excuse me if someone is in your 
way
Please- always say please when asking for 
something
Smile- be positive and upbeat when talking to 
adults and each other
• Know that we should let any waiting adults 

through a doorway before walking through 
ourselves.

• Know that we should say ‘good 
morning/afternoon’ to adults if spoken to.

• Know that it is polite to ask questions such as 
‘How are you today?’

• Know that it is polite to give eye contact to 
the person you are talking to.

• Know that it is important to show gratitude to 
others by thanking people for what they have 
done for you.

• Know that if we respect someone, we have a 
positive opinion of their character or ideas.

• Know that being responsible means being 
able to be trusted to make the right choices 
without supervision.

• Know that we are respectful of the learning 
environment.

• Know to place all litter in a dustbin.

• Know how to follow the stopping 
strategy:

‘3’ stop what you are doing
‘2’ everything out of your hands
‘1’ be silent, making eye contact with the 
teacher
• Know that we use Fantastic Listening in 

class.
• Know that Fantastic Listening means:
Face forwards with arms crossed
Always sit up straight, with feet on the floor
Never interrupt
Track the speaker
• Know that we use Shape Your Answer to 

help us speak clearly in class.
• Know that Shape Your Answer means:
Sentences- answer in full sentences
Hands away from mouth
Articulate- pronounce words clearly
Project- speak with a voice which is loud 
enough for everyone in class to hear
Eye contact- know that it is polite to look at 
the person you are speaking to
• Know that if using mini-whiteboards, we 

show our answers using 3-2-1 Chin It.
• Know that 3-2-1 Chin It means that we sit 

sensibly with our whiteboard placed under 
the chin.

• Know that when doing talk partners, we 
look at our partner when talking, only talk 
about the task in hand, and stop straight 
away when the teacher counts down.

• Know the routine for handing out and 
collecting exercise books in the classroom.

• Know that we keep our workspaces and 
resources tidy before, during and after 
work.

• Know how to be ready for the lesson e.g., 
had a drink, been to the toilet etc.

• Know how to set out work in books 
according to the Quinton Primary 
School Presentation Policy (see 
separate document).

• Know that we tuck our chair under 
when lining up.

• Know that we walk to the line 
sensibly.

• Know that we line up in our set 
order.

• Know who comes before and after 
us in our order.

• Know that we follow Wonderful 
Walking.

• Know that Wonderful Walking 
means we have our hands behind 
our back, shoulders back, face 
forwards and walk in silence.

• Know that we walk from our 
classroom to the playground/ field 
using Wonderful Walking.

• Know that we must play safely 
without hurting anyone.

• Know that we do not play fight 
because we might hurt someone by 
accident.

• Know that we must be kind, by 
including others in our games and 
sharing equipment.

• Know that someone who is kind 
behaves in a gentle, caring and 
helpful way towards other people.

• Know that when the bell rings the 
first time, we must stand still and 
silently.

• Know that when the bell rings the 
second time, we must walk to our 
line in silence.

• Know that we should only have a 
healthy snack at playtime.

Moving around school

• Know that we walk around school 
using Wonderful Walking.

• Know that Wonderful Walking means:
Facing forward
Walking at a steady pace
In a straight line
On the left side of the corridor
Hands behind your back
Without talking
• Know that we line up in our agreed 

line order.
• Know that we do not swap places 

once the line has set off.
• Know that we open doors for others.
• Know that we pick up litter, coats and 

resources if on the floor or untidy.
• Know that if entering another room, 

e.g. the staff room, office or another 
classroom, we knock and wait for 
permission to enter.

Our pupils will be taught the following expectations and routines.

Assembly Dining room End of the day routine Uniform Behaviour outside of school

• Know that we enter/exit in silence.
• Know that we remain in our line order for the 

entirety of assembly.
• Know that we sit cross-legged with a straight 

back and hands still.
• Know that we face forwards with eyes on the 

speaker.
• Know that we use silent hands-up to 

contribute. 
• Know that we use manners when speaking.
• Know that we participate actively by joining in 

with singing etc.

• Know that we sit in the same allocated 
seat each day.

• Know that we use a quiet voice and talk 
only to the children opposite or adjacent 
to us.

• Know that when the bell rings, we stop 
talking straight away.

• Know that we line up at the hatch one 
behind the other.

• Know that when eating, we stay in our 
seats facing our food.

• Know that we use a knife and fork 
appropriately (this is explicitly taught in 
EYFS / KS1).

• Know that we chew with our mouths 
closed.

• Know that we always follow our Steps to 
Politeness in the dining room.

• Know that we put our hand up for adult 
attention.

• Know that we walk in the dining room.
• Know that if we have eaten a school 

dinner, we take our own tray to the 
trolley.

• Know that if we have eaten a packed 
lunch, we take wrappers home.

• Know that we line up silently, in our line 
order, when asked to at the end of lunch.

• Know that we get our belongings 
from our lockers one row at a time 
(top row of lockers to bottom).

• Know that we read silently whilst 
everyone gets their belongings.

• Know that we then line up in our 
set line order, remembering to tuck 
under our chair.

• Know that we walk out of school 
using Wonderful Walking.

• Know that we must not go home 
until the teacher has checked that 
the correct adult is picking us up.

• Know that we should wear full 
uniform every day.

• Know that school uniform consists 
of a yellow or purple polo shirt, a 
purple cardigan or jumper, a grey 
skirt/ grey trousers, grey or white 
socks/ tights and black shoes.

• Know to remove outdoor clothing 
(coats, hats, gloves, scarves 
etc.) once inside the building and 
put them into your locker.

• Know that we can wear a watch 
and pair of stud earrings, but no 
other jewellery.

• Know to come to school in the 
correct kit on P.E. days.

• Know that P.E. kit consists of black 
shorts, leggings or joggers, a purple 
or yellow t shirt, a school jumper or 
cardigan and trainers.

• Know that when we are wearing 
our school uniform, we are 
representing the school community 
and must always behave 
responsibly and respectfully.

• Know that we should be 
considerate of other people 
arriving and leaving school. 

• Know that being considerate means 
thinking about other people’s 
needs, wishes and feelings.

• Know that examples of being 
considerate on the way home 
include walking not running, giving 
people plenty of space and using a 
quiet voice (not shouting).

Attendance and punctuality

• Know that we must try to attend 
school every day.

• Know that we must try to arrive at 
school on time every day.
