What are Key Instant Recall Facts (KIRFs)?

 KIRFs are number facts that children need to know securely. 
They need to be able to recall them instantly to help them move 
forward in their maths learning. These key facts are important for 
the children to know when they are calculating in all areas of 
maths.

How do we practise them?

 First, help your child to understand the key facts. 

 Then they can play games or you can ask them the questions for 
them to answer instantly.

When do we practise them?

 We recommend that you practise these key facts with your child 
little and often and make it fun!

 Some ideas…when you are walking to school, in the car, playing 
games outside.
